CONTRACT FOR PURCHASE OF LEONBERGER
Carol L. Ross hereinafter “Breeder, and  
, hereinafter “Purchaser”, hereby agree that Breeder shall sell to Purchaser a male/female Leonberger (hereinafter referred to as “Dog”), and further described as:

                                                                 . Purchaser agrees to notify Breeder of any change in address or phone number. Purchaser agrees to purchase the above described dog for the sum of One thousand Eight Hundred Dollars (US) ($1800.00) to be paid prior to or at delivery. Shipping is at Purchaser’s expense. Breeder agrees to sell Dog to Purchaser and Purchaser agrees to accept the Dog under the following terms, conditions and warranty. There are no other terms, conditions, or warranties either expressed or implied.
TERMS OF PURCHASE

1. Breeder guarantees that the above described Dog is a purebred Leonberger Dog that is eligible for registration with registering bodies such as AKC/FSS (Foundation Stock Service), and United Kennel Club (UKC). Registration will be provided to Purchaser when received from the Registrar and when the purchaser price has been paid.
2. Breeder guarantees Dog is in good health when delivered to Purchaser. Dog may, for any reason, be returned to Breeder within seventy-two (72) hours of the time purchaser takes possession of the Dog and Breeder will refund to Purchaser the full amount purchase price paid, less shipping expenses.  If Dog is returned to Breeder within this seventy-two (72) hour period. All documentation regarding the Dog must be returned to the breeder before full refund of purchase price will be made. 

3. Breeder has taken every reasonable precaution to insure physical Soundness and mental stability in this breeding. Purchaser recognizes that no Puppy can be guaranteed as a show winner and accepts this limitation.

b. 
An umbilical hernia is a condition in which abdominal

 contents protrude through the abdominal wall at the area of the umbilicus. Small hernias are generally not a problem. It is recommended to electively repair a larger hernia due to the risk of intestinal loop strangulation. The exact cause of an umbilical hernia is unknown although most are thought to be inherited. It is most commonly a congenital malformation caused by flawed embryogenesis. The umbilical opening is normal until birth as it contains 
blood vessels

 that pass through from the mother to the fetus. This opening closes at birth in the normal pet and a hernia results if the opening fails to close. If Dog has umbilical hernia Breeder will tell Purchaser before delivery date. 
If Dog has a larger umbilical hernia and at the suggestion of Breeders veterinarian Breeder will have the hernia repaired at Breeders expense. If Purchaser wishes for Purchasers veterinarian to do the procedure Breeder will pay for the amount Breeders veterinarian would charge. Breeder will provide Purchaser with a copy of receipt from the most recent umbilical hernia repair by Breeders veterinarian on one of the Breeders Dogs. If Dog has a smaller umbilical hernia and at the suggestion of Breeders veterinarian and consulting with the Purchaser, a decision to wait to see if the hernia will close naturally can be made. If once the Dog is in Purchasers hands and the decision to repair the hernia is made Breeder agrees to pay for the amount Breeders veterinarian would charge. Breeder will provide Purchaser with a copy of receipt from the most recent umbilical hernia repair by Breeders veterinarian on one of the Breeders Dogs. An umbilical hernia repair can sometimes wait to be done at the time of spay/neuter, Breeder will send Purchaser payment for the amount decided by above stated terms.      
4. Purchaser acknowledges that Breeder has provided written instructions for the Dog’s care. Purchaser shall assume full responsibility for the mental and physical health of the Dog including all inoculations and boosters outlined in the health record which shall be supplied by Breeder. Additionally, Purchaser shall: a. Provide the Dog a proper diet and exercise program to insure a sensible weight gain and weight for its size and age;

      b. Give the Dog regular care of coat, nails and ears;

c. Take Dog to a competent veterinary when necessary, including yearly physical and inoculations;

d. Keep Dog in a suitable fenced area next to the Purchaser’s home and in the home with the family, never chaining the Dog continuously nor allowing it to roam at large;

e. Keep the Dog in a manner to prevent it from being teased or abused by anyone.

f. Purchaser agrees that Breeder may visit the Dog with reasonable notice.

g. If Dog is sold as a companion dog or pet dog, Purchaser agrees to have Dog spayed or neutered within a reasonable amount of time within the first year and a half at the recommendation time giving by Purchaser’s veterinary. AKC registration will be given with limited registration. 
If any of the above terms are violated, Breeder may take possession of the Dog without reimbursement.

5. Breeder highly recommends that Purchaser should enroll Dog in two obedience classes (puppy and novice classes) when the Dog is between the ages of four and twelve months of age. These classes are to be conducted by a qualified instructor. Purchaser is to attend classes with the Dog and to follow the training procedures as set forth by instructor. If Dog develops any aggressive or destructive behavior due to the lack of training or socialization Purchaser is at fault and takes responsibility.
6. If purchaser no longer wishes to keep this Dog for any reason, Purchaser agrees that Breeder shall have the right of refusal to reclaim the Dog. The re-purchase price shall be negotiable depending on the Purchaser’s adherence to the terms of this contract, but in no case will the repurchase price be more than one-half of the original purchase price. Any transportation costs associated with the repurchase shall be deducted from the re-purchase price.

HEALTH CONDITIONS

7. Notice will be given to the Breeder upon the death of the Dog, at any age for any reason. If this animal dies of unspecified causes, not medically diagnosable as disease or trauma, Purchaser shall notify the Breeder within 24 hours and if requested by Breeder, arrange for any autopsy at Breeder’s & owners expense.

8. Purchaser agrees to provide results on Penn-hip testing (if preformed) to Breeder within thirty (30) days of receipt of same. If the animal has to be destroyed prior to the age of 12 months due to hip dysplasia or other proven inherited disease, Breeder shall refund the original purchase price.

9. Purchaser agrees never to breed a Dog without first obtaining passing health tests at the age of 24 months- OFA-hips, OFA-elbows, Complete OFA-thyroid panel, & CERF Eye Exam and the approval of Breeder and only to a registered Leonberger Dog with the same exams completed and passed. Once the above stated health tests have been completed and passed, results will be submitted to the Breeder. 
a. Are you agreeing to spay/neuter the Dog at an appropriate age discussed with the Breeder. Dogs of this nature will receive limited AKC registration. If Maybe is selected this states that the Dog will remain intact (unaltered) with limited AKC registration until Dog has reached Maturity. Then the decision will be made to leave Dog intact (unaltered) or spay/neuter (altered).

10. Purchaser further agrees that any dog and any resulting litters will never be sold to a pet shop, dog wholesaler, or sold in litter lot sales.

11. Purchaser agrees to never offer a Dog’s stud service as a prize or raffle or to breed Dog to a bitch whose owners are known to sell puppies to pet shops, dog wholesalers, and /or in litter lot sales.

12. Breeder retains breeding rights on any male Dog which shall entitle Breeder to two stud uses without charge. Breeder’s rights shall extend to any bitches owned wholly or in part by breeder.

BREACH AND/OR WARRANTIES

13. Purchaser’s failure to comply with the conditions and terms as set forth herein will result in a breach of contract and the Dog being returned to the Breeder at Purchaser’s expense. If Dog is permanently returned to Breeder due to the lack of compliance by Purchaser, Purchaser will forfeit all monies paid for the Dog and will sign over registration papers to Breeder.   
14. Breeder and Purchaser shall be limited to the remedies set forth in this Agreement in the event of a breach of the terms of this contract.

      15. The terms of the contract shall be governed by Michigan Law.
Validation of the Guarantee requires examination of your puppy by a Vet of your choice and at the purchaser’s expense within 48 hours of the delivery date. This Veterinary examination is mandatory to confirm that your puppy was not sick or injured at the time of delivery. The guarantee against transmissible disease such as parvovirus for example, is valid for a period of 7 days staring on the day of delivery, since the normal incubation period for transmissible diseases is 5 to 7 days. For example, if first signs of parvovirus were to show up on a puppy 12 or 15 days of delivery, the puppy could not have carried that disease from the breeders premises and incubate it for that long before showing signs of the disease.
